Fort Bragg High School (FBHS) provides a safe, positive, and comprehensive learning environment for its 600 students. Approximately 40 percent of our graduates go on to some kind of post secondary academic education, and another six to seven percent attend trade schools.

A full college prep curriculum is available, and AP classes are offered in English Language, English Literature, US History, American Government, Environmental Science and Calculus.

With the help of the Regional Occupation Program, FBHS is currently focused on expanding its vocational program to provide students with opportunities in the areas of Automotive Technology, Computer Science, Business Education, Culinary Arts, Agricultural Science, Industrial Arts, and Home Economics. FBHS also provides a wide range of classes in the visual and performing arts including art, theatre, photography, band, graphic arts, yearbook, and arts & crafts.

FBHS offers a full complement of clubs and extra curricular activities including interscholastic sports in order to connect students to the already safe and positive environment enjoyed at FBHS.

School Safety Plan


Fort Bragg High School maintains a Comprehensive Safe Schools Plan to support the already safe, orderly, positive learning environment we enjoy at FBHS. Within this effort, FBHS employs a variety of school policies and practices combines with a detailed Emergency Plan to facilitat3 response in the event of disaster. The Comprehensive School Safety Plan is updated each year after assessment with specific regard to school discipline, suspension, and crime. It is through this type of information and reporting that we can accurately compare our high school to similar schools within Mendocino County and also within the State of California. Teacher Evaluation Process
 
FBHS uses a coaching process model to evaluate teachers and to help them improve. The process includes an initial goal setting meeting, two observations, both preceded and followed by a conference, and a final evaluation conference to analyze progress and revise goals for the coming year. Teachers were encouraged to pick at least one goal that requires them to use assessment data to determine if student learning is taking place, and to “drive” their teaching practices. Individual teacher goals are expected to compliment Department and School wide Action Plan goals. New teachers are evaluated each year, tenured teachers every two years. New teachers also attend the BTSA program (Beginning Teachers Support and Assessment), and all teachers are encouraged to do observations in other classrooms and schools.

X. Instructional Planning and Scheduling

School Instruction and Leadership
Fort Bragg High School (FBHS) offers a challenging curriculum founded upon the educational standards set by the state of California. To read more about these standards, contact the California Department of Education at

www.cde.ca.gov. Reading & Writing Our English/language arts curriculum is based on the California Content Standards for each grade level. Our students read and respond to significant works of literature that reflect or enhance their studies of history and social science. They also study grammar and punctuation, learn to present ideas orally, and write autobiographies, narratives, analytical essays, research reports, and business letters. Math Our math curriculum is based on the California Content Standards for each grade level and course. According to these standards, most students are introduced to algebra during middle school. However, many students study algebra in high school. To assist those students who are unlikely to experience success in taking algebra in one year, our district allows selected students to take Algebra I over a two year period. By studying algebra, students develop an understanding of the symbolic language of mathematics. They also learn to use their algebraic skills and concepts in a wide variety of problem-solving situations and in subsequent math courses. Science The Fort Bragg High School science curriculum is based on the California Content Standards for each grade level. The introductory courses include subject material in the areas of biology, earth science, physics, and chemistry. In addition, advanced courses are available in chemistry, physics, biology, marine science, and environmental science. In all courses students learn to apply the principles of investigation and experimentation. All FBHS science courses are UC approved and meets eligibility requirements. Social Studies Our social studies curriculum is based on the California Content Standards for high school. Students at our school study world history, U.S. history, American government, and economics. Both history classes emphasize current events as an integral part of the curriculum. Social studies students study economic theory, the Constitution and Bill of Rights, the American political process, world historical development and U.S. history, eighteenth century to the present. Leadership The principal of FBHS has served as a teacher and an Assistant Principal for the past 26 years. His teaching career of 17 years (Chemistry, Biology, and Physical Education) was followed by a nine year administrative apprenticeship as Assistant Principal at Fort Bragg High School. He is currently serving his first year as Principal. Leadership at Fort Bragg High School is deliberately broad-based. Teachers from all content areas, counselors, and administrators make up the school Leadership Team. This group, along with an active Site Council that includes three parents and a student, develops and monitors the annual Site Action Plan. Department chairpersons, who usually serve as Leadership Team members, lead department members in the development of Department Action Plans to ensure that School Site Action Plan goals are achieved. Administrators work with individual teachers toward this same end.


Professional Development 
We continued to focus our time and energy on standards-based instruction, but have also included into this focus, the concepts of “school-wide literacy” to improve student performance and help them better access curriculum. Staff has been trained in strategies as outlined in the “Reading Apprenticeship Program” and has included those strategies in everyday lesson design in all areas of instruction. During the remainder of the year leadership with staff input, completed a five year plan to give purpose and continuity to how we spend our time and money to best meet the needs of our students.
