Staff reviews emergency procedures each year.  Fire, earthquake and disaster drills are regularly scheduled.

School Discipline Practices 
Shelter Cove has established a school-wide discipline plan for consistency among classes.  

There is a continuum of disciplinary/helping procedures that is designed to produce improved social and adaptive behavior skills. 

Interventions for behavior problems include education, counseling, referral, warning, parent conferences, detention, restitution, in-school suspension, contracting, at-home suspension, arrest for illegal activity, risk assessment and expulsion. We provide students with conflict resolution, anger management and we teach behavioral expectations.

Via participation in a level system of increasing privileges all students have the opportunity to participate and/or receive their education in less restrictive settings including enrollment in comprehensive high school.

For the second year in a row there were decreases in suspensions and crimes on campus.

Types of Services Funded
Shelter Cove is a comprehensive school and has curricula where all requirements for eighth grade completion can be met.  Shelter Cove offers all students possibilities to move to a less restrictive setting.

Counseling is available to students three days a week with an on site school counselor who is also a trained mental health counselor.  Other counseling services are provided through Mendocino Youth Project, Mendocino County Mental Health and the AODP program.  

Safe Passage provides social services to students, including help with Medi Cal eligibility.  Narcotics Anonymous holds meetings on campus.  

Shelter Cove occasionally has students with Individual Education Plans.  Certified special education staff from Fort Bragg Middle School provides case management.  Direct services to meet educational objectives are provided by a paraprofessional staff member who is trained and supervised in providing individualized instruction.

Students identified as English Learners are able to be enrolled at Shelter Cove and attend ESL classes at FBMS.

X. Instructional Planning and Scheduling

School Instruction and Leadership


The leadership team at Shelter Cove consists of the principal, counselor, and office manager.  The leadership team meets once a week to share information and discuss educational and operational strategies. 

Staff cooperates in a rational, democratic decision-making process.  Educational decisions are made on the basis of best available research and student needs.  Other decisions affecting the group are made by consensus and problem solving.
Mike Presley is in his fifth year as principal of Noyo. He previously worked seven years as an assistant principal at a comprehensive high school and nine years teacher/behavior specialist/alternative education director in P-12 program. 

He received administrative certification from the University of Oregon and master's degree in special education from California State University, Chico.  

All of the students enrolled at Shelter Cove are considered to be at-risk students. Shelter Cove strategies include small classes, small group instruction, pre- and post- testing in reading and math, remediation in reading and math, and individualized instruction. 

Student abilities and transcripts are evaluated when they are placed at a site.

All students have access to standards-based core curriculum.

Assessment of student performance is an ongoing and integral part of the learning process. Integrating assessment into learning ensures that students benefit from it. Specific skills, knowledge and competencies of the student performance criteria are developed and taught.   Assessment is based on learning outcomes that reflect student mastery of knowledge, skills and competencies. An essential prerequisite of the performance-based assessment system is the development of standards of performance that enable students to meet the school effectiveness criteria for employment and/or post secondary education.

Standards of performance have been established in collaboration with parents, students and the community in keeping with the state and district level standards.


Professional Development
The District provides time for collaboration, planning, and professional development for staff.  Professional Development Days are scheduled annually.  Staff members are encouraged to attend conferences, workshops and take college courses to continue their professional growth.   Priorities are established via the strategic planning process.
