COMMITTEE ACTION/SPECIAL REPORT



1.      Facilities Project Update.  

Project Manager John Griffiths provided correspondence from the Department of General Services, Division of the State Architect advising of their intention to expedite review and approval of plans for K-12 schools.  Priority is given to those projects that are not reliant on state funding.  Fort Bragg High School Parking Lot project has been approved.  Projects submitted and pending approval are 1) electrical services at Fort Bragg High School, 2)  classroom additions at Fort Bragg High School,   3) Fort Bragg High School modernization and 4)  photovoltaic project.  It was reported the bid climate has been good for the projects and have been approximately 30% lower than normal.  

Dr. Armstrong shared architectural designs and elevations.

Project Manager Griffiths provided an update on district wide Major Maintenance and Re-Construction Projects. 


2.      Report – Bond Fund Update.  Dr. Armstrong reported there is approximately $5 million in bond funds remaining from Measure D.  The first series of Measure C has been sold and will provide $7.2 million for modernization projects.   The final bond sale will bring funding available for modernization to approximately $20 million.  The photovoltaic project has been engineered with alternatives in order to conserve funding should it be necessary. 

3.      Report – review Fiscal and Performance Bond Audit.   The Financial and Performance Audits were reviewed with no findings reported by the audit firm.

4.      Member Requirements.  Dr. Armstrong advised we continue to seek new members for the Citizens’ Oversight Committee.
