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Fort Bragg High School is a comprehensive four year high school accredited by the Western Association of Schools and Colleges.

In order to receive a diploma from this high school, students must complete the following:

1) CALIFORNIA HIGH SCHOOL EXIT EXAMINATION

All students are required to pass the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) in order to earn a graduation diploma.  The examination consists of an English Language Arts and a mathematics component.  
2) TOTAL CREDIT REQUIREMENT –220 CREDITS
5 credits per semester are given for each course passed with a D- or better.  There are two semesters in the school year.  Students generally can earn 60 credits for each year.  In 4 years, most students accumulate 240 credits.

3)  SUCESSFULLY COMPLETE ONE YEAR OF ALGEBRA

4) SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETE THE SENIOR PROJECT

SOCIAL SCIENCE 30 CREDITS (3 YEARS)

•World History:  10 credits – 10th grade

ENGLISH 40 CREDITS (4 YEARS) 
•Must pass an English class each of the four years of high school.  12th grade English includes completion of a senior paper and project.

•Must pass two years of mathematics in increasing levels, one of which must be Algebra 1B or higher

MATH OR ADVANCED VOCATIONAL CLASS OR CLASS WITH ALGEBRA AS PRE-REQUISITE 10 CREDITS (1 Year)
•Must pass a third year of mathematics or a class from the approved list of alternatives.
SCIENCE 20 CREDITS (2 YEARS)

•Must pass Biology and one of the following:  Earth Science, Chemistry, Physics

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 20 CREDITS (2 YEARS)
•Students are required to pass PE 1 in the classroom.

HEALTH 5 CREDITS (1/2 YEAR)

•Students are enrolled in health in the 9th grade in conjunction with Information Technology.

COMPUTER LITERACY 5 CREDITS (1/2 YEAR)
Students are enrolled in Information Technology in the 9th grade in conjunction with Health.

Students may choose 6 classes year-long classes to meet graduation requirements
FOUR YEAR COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES

The basic pattern of required or recommended classes is similar for all four year colleges.  The University of California and The California State University follow an “a-g” pattern:


a – Two years of history and social science


b – Four years of college preparatory English


c – Three years of mathematics (Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II)


d – Two years of laboratory science (Biology and Chemistry or Physics)


e – Two years of the same foreign language


f – One year of a visual or performing art


g – One additional year in one of the categories listed above

Scholarship requirements:  Colleges will only accept classes in which a minimum grade of C is earned.  A student’s grade point average is considered in combination with college admissions test scores.  The higher the GPA and test scores, the more college options a student will have.

OTHER ITEMS OF INTEREST
Students may take classes offered through the Regional Occupation Program (ROP).  However, before a student can be eligible to enroll in an ROP class, he/she must be enrolled in a minimum of four classes offered through the Fort Bragg Unified School District.

Below is a general four year plan with minimum graduation requirements identified.  Based on their individual goals, students should select appropriate courses to meet graduation requirements and to meet college admission requirements if applicable.  Students planning to begin their college education at a community college should attempt to meet UC/CSU requirements.  Since only two years of science are required, some students may choose to postpone science until their 10th grade year.

COURSE SELECTION
Students, in consultation with their parents and counselor, should choose courses carefully.  The four year plan on the opposite page can be used as a work-sheet for course selection.

It is important to choose wisely, because class changes will be limited.  Program changes need to be initiated during the first week of school.  After the first week the only new request for changes normally approved are teacher recommended changes within a department e.g. Geometry to Algebra.  If approved the student’s grade will be transferred to the new class.


Any other program change beyond the first week of each semester will be considered “exceptional” and will require counseling department and/or administrative approval.  To be considered for an “exceptional” program change, the student must complete a “Student Petition to Change a Class.”  Because of the 15-day absence rule, students will not receive credit for any class if they begin it after the 15th day of the semester.

ENGLISH

ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT I/II 

ENGLISH ESSENTIALS

The ELD Program is for students who have not reached fluency in English.  The major goals for English learners are to develop fluency in English and proficiency in the high school’s core curriculum as rapidly and as effectively as possible.  This program provides a two-period class. The ELD classes use materials from the core curriculum that meet State standards in reading, writing, speaking, and listening.

ENGLISH 9 

Grade 9
Prerequisite:  none                  

Meets CSU/UC “b” requirement in English

English 9 is the introductory high school English class.  It includes specific instruction in essay writing of several types, in the correct use of standard English; in preparation/assistance for the high school exit exam and state mandated testing; in oral presentation skills; in vocabulary development and usage; and in reading, understanding and writing about themes in literature.

ENGLISH 9 ACADEMIC LAB

Grade 9 – Elective Credit

Prerequisite:  Placement by counseling office based on test scores and recommendation of 8th grade English teacher

English 9 Academic Lab is a class designed to improve student’s reading skills in addition to other traditional English requirements.  The class focuses mainly on reading and vocabulary.  

ENGLISH 9 FOUNDATIONS

Grade 9

This English intervention course is intended to provide the skills to allow students to access future English curriculum as well as begin preparation for the CAHSEE.  

ENGLISH 10

Grade 10

Meets CSU/UC “b” requirement in English
This standard English course is for tenth-grade students pursuing high school diplomas.  The focus continues to be on the student’s ability to analyze and write about ideas, study conventions of language, read and respond to a variety of literature, and study word meaning, especially in context.  Oral debate and SAT vocabulary will be included.  Special emphasis is given to essay writing.

ENGLISH 10 ACADEMIC LAB 

Grade 10 – Elective Credit

Prerequisite:  placement by counseling office based on 9th grade grades and test scores and recommendation of 9th grade English teacher

This is an English class designed to improve student’s reading skills, in addition to other traditional English requirements.  

ENGLISH 10 FOUNDATIONS

Grade 10

This English intervention course is intended to provide the skills to allow students to access future English curriculum as well as preparation for the CAHSEE.  

ENGLISH 11 AMERICAN STUDIES 

Grade 11

Meets CSU/UC “b” requirement in English
English 11 with focus on reading, writing, preparation for the SAT, and reviewing finer points of conventional English usage.  The classes are part of the American Studies program, an inter-disciplinary class connected to 11th grade US History.  These students enhance their historical knowledge by reading books corresponding to historical periods in 20th century American history, and by participating in multi-disciplinary activities across class and theme lines.

ENGLISH 11 ACADEMIC LAB

Grade 11 – Elective Credit

Prerequisite:  Placement by counseling office based on test scores and recommendation of 10th grade English teacher and not have passed the CAHSEE.  English 11 Academic Lab is a class designed to improve student’s reading skills in addition to other traditional English requirements.  Targeted CAHSEE preparation based on student need will be provided. 

ENGLISH 11 FOUNDATIONS

Grade 11

This English intervention course is intended to provide the skills to allow students to access future English curriculum as well as preparing students for the senior project and CAHSEE if they have not passed.  

 ENGLISH 12 CP 

Grade 12

Prerequisite:  recommendation of 11th grade English teacher, grades, test scores

Meets CSU/UC “b” requirement for English
This course is designed for college-bound students and emphasizes the cultural, linguistic, and literary heritage of England and America.  There is also an emphasis on writing, particularly formal writing.  In the second semester, students complete their senior project and write their formal senior-project paper.  The senior project is then presented before a board of school and community members.

ENGLISH 12 

Grade 12

Prerequisite:  none


This standard English course is designed for twelfth –grade students pursuing high school diplomas.  The structure, usage, and mechanics of the English language are reviewed.  Selected works from modern literature are used to understand, discuss, and write about the challenges of the modern world in standard English.  Language related job skills are also presented.  A large emphasis is placed on the Senior Project and paper in the spring semester.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION & ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH LITERATURE 

Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite:  recommendation of 10th and 11th grade English teachers, grades, test scores, and instructor consent
Meets CSU/UC “b” requirement for English

Receives weighted point on grade point average
These are two separate AP classes that are offered every-other-year.  Upon recommendation of 10th/11th grade English teacher, high test scores on the reading comprehension and writing sections of the STAR test, and a desire to excel on the part of the student, students in the AP program complete an in-depth study of literature and writing designed to acclimate the student in university-level courses and to give the student the opportunity to receive university credit if they receive a passing grade on the AP English Language or AP English Literature test.  Students focus on intensive analysis of major works in American and British literature.  The courses require a significant amount of reading and independent study, preparing students for the discipline required for university study.
MATHEMATICS

Please note:  Placement in a student’s Mathematics course will be largely based on teacher recommendation, past math course grades and CST scores.

ALGEBRA IA

Grades:  8, 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite:  None and may be completed in Middle School.

This is a fundamental course covering the State key standards of Algebra.  The content involves linear equations and inequalities, quadratic equations, graphing, polynomials and systems of equations.  The student, upon satisfactory completion of this course, would move into Algebra IB to meet the State Algebra requirement.

ALGEBRA IB

Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12
Algebra IB meets CSU/UC “c” requirement for mathematics
In Algebra students learn to reason symbolically. The key content involves understanding, writing, solving and graphing linear and quadratic equations, including systems of two linear equations in two unknowns.  The students learn to solve problems employing all of these techniques.  This course follows the State content standards in order to help students meet the State Algebra requirement and pass the High School Exit Exam.  
GEOMETRY
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
Prerequisite:  Algebra IA/IB

Meets CSU/UC “c” requirement in mathematics

The geometry skills and concepts are useful to all students.  The main purpose of the geometry curriculum is to develop geometric skills and concepts and the ability to construct formal logical arguments and proofs in a geometric setting.  This course will include constructive geometry, coordinate geometry and transformations.

ALGEBRA II

Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite:  Algebra IA/IB, Geometry

Meets CSU/UC “c” mathematics requirement    

Algebra II complements and expands the mathematical content and concepts of Algebra I and geometry.  Students who master Algebra II will gain experience with algebraic solutions of problems in various content areas, including the solution of quadratic equations, conics, logarithmic and exponential functions, the binominal theorem, and the complex number system.  The content is basic to more advanced courses in mathematics and science.

TRIGONOMETRY (Fall Semester – connected with Math Analysis)

Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite:  Geometry, Algebra II

Meets CSU/UC “c” requirement for mathematics
Trigonometry is a discipline that utilizes the techniques of both algebra and geometry that students have previously learned.  The trigonometric functions are studied and defined geometrically.  Identities, proofs and graphs are key.  Students understand the notation of angle, how to measure it in both degrees and radians.  Converting between these is fundamental.  Complex numbers, polar coordinates and DeMoiure’s theorem are introduced.  

MATH ANALYSIS    (Spring Semester – connected with Trigonometry)                             

Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite:  Trigonometry

Meets CSU/UC “c” requirement for mathematics
This discipline combines many of the trigonometric, geometric and algebraic techniques needed for the preparation of the study of calculus and strengthens conceptual understanding and mathematical reasoning when solving problems.  A functional viewpoint is emphasized.  Topics covered are polar coordinates, complex numbers, roots of polynominals, limits and continuity.  This course is often titled precalculus.  

CALCULUS (AP) 

Grade 12 

Prerequisite:  Trig/Math Analysis

Meets CSU/UC “c” requirement for mathematics
When taught in high school, calculus should be presented with the same level of depth and rigor as are entry-level college and university courses.  The standards for this course cover one variable calculus and leads to the Advanced Placement Examination for Calculus AB.  This course covers limits, continuity and the derivative.

CAHSEE PREP MATHEMATICS
Grades 11, 12  

Prerequisite:  Algebra IA/IB

This course is designed as intervention for students who have not passed the California High School Exit Exam.  By State Education Code, students who have not passed the mathematics portion of the exam must be offered extra instruction in order to better prepare for the exam.  This course reviews all the topics covered in the previous five years that are required knowledge to pass the CAHSEE.
SCIENCE                               
EARTH SCIENCE
                    

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite:  

Meets CSU/UC “g” requirement for lab science
In Earth Science, the focus is on earth’s place in the universe, atmosphere and weather, and organization of the chemical world.  The course has hands-on activities, longer-term unit projects that incorporate modern technology, and opportunities for oral presentations to the class.
BIOLOGY I

Grades 9, 10, 11

Prerequisite:  Algebra I

Meets CSU/UC “d” requirement for lab science
Biology centers on the study of living things—their structures, functions, behavior, relationships and classification.  Students will develop an understanding of the diversity of life and the interdependence of all organisms.  The lab portion of Biology promotes technical lab competence, utilizes the scientific process of research and reporting, as well as supports and reinforces scientific concepts.

BIOLOGY II

Prerequisite:  “B” grade in Biology I

Meets CSU/UC “d” requirement for lab science

Advanced Biology provides an in-depth exploration of basic principles such as genetics, evolution, physiology, and ecology.  There is an emphasis on experimentation; students learn from interpretation of experimental data.  Students will have the opportunity to participate in two field explorations, one in the fall and one in the spring.  Students also are required to do oral and written presentations on current biological issues.
CHEMISTRY
Grades 10, 11, 12
Prerequisite: “B” grade Biology and Algebra I
Meets CSU/UC “d” requirement for lab science
Chemistry is a course that studies matter, interactions of substances, and how they build the world around us.  We encourage learning through hands-on laboratory experimentation which not only emphasizes subject matter but also problem-solving skills.  Key topics include structure of the atom, chemical formulas and equations, gas laws, solutions and acid-bases, kinetics, thermodynamics and other topics relevant to the chemical world.
PHYSICS
Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: B grade in Biology and at least concurrent enrollment in Algebra II.

Meets CSU/UC “d” requirement for lab science
Physics takes a look at the world from a physical prospective.  We use a conceptual approach to understand our world and a mathematical approach to explain and predict interaction in the world.  The areas of focus are mechanics, heat, light, electricity, sub-atomic physics and relativity.  Each grading period students will work on projects that reflect the topic focused on.  
ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE (AP) 

Grade 11, 12

Prerequisite “B” grade of better in Chemistry or Physics and Algebra II

Meets CSU/UC “d” requirement for lab science

Received weighted GPA 
Environmental Science (AP) is a two-semester course which examines a variety of natural science fields such as ecology, environmental studies, geology, geography, and chemistry.  The course is designed to promote environmental science literacy so that students can make informed decisions regarding issues that impact the environment today and in the future.
BIOLOGY ESSENTIALS AND EARTH ESSENTIALS    

Grades 9,10,11,12

Science Essentials are science courses for students who need to improve their English reading and writing skills.  The course outline follows the regular Biology and Earth Science course outlines and standards with increased emphasis on reading and writing.  The course continues with hands-on learning through experimentation.  The course text book and work are geared to those students who need to improve their reading and writing skills.  
SOCIAL SCIENCE

WORLD HISTORY 

Grade:  10

Prerequisite: None                   

Meets CSU/UC “a” Social Science Requirement

This is a two-semester survey class designed to teach students about the history of the modern world.  In accordance to the California State Social Studies Standards, this class focuses primarily on the history of the world from the 18th century to the present.  Daily lessons involve taking notes as well as various individual and group projects.  Tests are given at the end of each unit and there are cumulative finals at the end of each semester.    

.

WORLD HISTORY  (Essentials)

Grade: 10

Prerequisite: Placement is determined by staff recommendation and/or school counselor.

Does not meet CSU/UC Requirements.

This is a two-semester World History course designed primarily for students who read far below grade level or whom otherwise have struggled with academic content.  While the subject matter is the same as the regular World History course, a variety of different strategies (as well as alternative materials) are employed in an effort to achieve student success in compression of the California State World History Standards. 

WORLD HISTORY (HONORS)

Grade: 10

Prerequisite: 3.5 GPA, counselor and teacher recommendations, and consent of instructor.

Meets CSU/UC “a” Social Studies Requirement

This is a year-long accelerated world history course designed to prepare students for taking AP U.S. History in 11th grade.  This class covers the same time period as the regular World History course but goes into more depth.  Moreover, the honors course uses a college level textbook and emphasizes writing. 

UNITED STATES HISTORY

Grade: 11

Prerequisite: none

Meets CSU/UC “a” Social Studies Requirement

United Sates History is a two-semester course that in accordance with the California State Social Studies Standards starts with a review of the founding of the Nation and then focuses primarily on U.S. history since the Civil War.  Daily lessons include lectures, discussions, and a variety of individual and group activities.  Additionally, U.S. history classes are aligned to 11th grade English classes so as to enhance student learning by reading literature and doing writing assignments that are tied to the era being studied.  

UNITED STATE HISTORY (AP)

Grade: 11

Prerequisite:  recommendation of 10th grade Social Studies teachers, grades, test scores, willingness to do AP work and instructor consent.

Meets CSU/UC “a” Social Science Requirement 

Receives weighted point in GPA

AP U.S. History is a year-long college level survey course of American history designed to prepare students for success on the AP exam in May.  Thus the emphasis of this class is on reading, writing, and critical thinking rather than project based instruction.  Besides using a college-level textbook, students will read additional supplemental materials provided by the instructor on a weekly basis.  Daily lessons consist primarily of lecture and discussion.  Weekly homework assignments generally consist of between 40-60 pages of reading as well as various writing assignments.  Because of the amount of depth required and the short amount of time allocated, success in this class requires a tremendous commitment from students (There will be homework over the summer and during the vacation breaks throughout the school year).    

UNITED STATES HISTORY (ESSENTIALS)

Grade:  10

Prerequisite: Placement is determined by staff recommendation and/or school counselor.

Does not meet CSU/UC Requirements.

This is a two-semester U.S. history course designed primarily for students who read far below grade level or whom otherwise have struggled with academic content.  While the subject matter is the same as the regular U.S. history course, a variety of different strategies (as well as alternative materials) are employed in an effort to achieve student success in compression of the California State U.S. History Standards. 

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT     Grade:  12

Prerequisite:  None                 

Meets CSU/UC “a” Social Science Requirement

American Government is a one-semester senior course that meets the requirement for graduation.  It meets the goals outlined in the California State Social Studies Framework.  The course covers comparative governments, the history of the Declaration of Independence, the Constitution of the United States and the Bill of Rights, the responsibility of citizens and the workings of Federalism at the Federal, State, and Local levels of government.

ECONOMICS 

Grade:  12

Prerequisite:  None                

Meets CSU/UC “g” CP Elective Requirement

Economics teaches students how patterns in economic behavior help predict the way consumers react under different economic conditions.  The course focuses on the nature and function of markets, the role of scarcity and competition, and the effect of economic influences on decision-making.  This course also examines larger economic concepts such as employment rates, inflation, government spending, taxes and production.  Students will learn to identify trends in our economy and use these trends to develop performance measures and predictors of how our economy will grow or decline.

CONSUMER ECONOMICS

Grade: 12

Prerequisite:  None

Does not meet CSU/US requirements

Consumer Economics focuses on real world application of economic issues.  Students will understand supply and demand, price, competition, and how they influence the world economy.  Specific consumer topics that are covered are banking, taxes, personal finance and the job market.  

HEALTH
HEALTH                            
Grade 9

Prerequisite: none

Healthy Living is a one-semester class taken in conjunction with Information Technology.
Healthy Living is based on the California State Health Standards. It is designed to build upon the foundation of health knowledge that students possess and foster health literacy. The goal of this course is that students will obtain, interpret, and understand basic health information and services and the competence to use such information and services in ways that are health-enhancing. The units taught in this semester course include, but are not limited to, self-esteem, the dangers of drugs including alcohol and tobacco, nutrition and physical fitness, and sexual education and decision making. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION
PHYSICAL EDUCATION I               
Grade 9

Prerequisite: None

PE 1 is an activity course that emphasizes physical fitness and the development of skills, techniques and strategy of games and recreation activities.  Socially acceptable behavior is expected in all class situations and activity time.  Class instruction is an integral part of the curriculum with guided practice and structured activity time.  Activities that may be included are football, soccer, recreational field games, basketball, volleyball, badminton, pickleball, weight training, aerobics, combatives, and softball.  Knowledge of the different activities will be tested throughout the year.  Mandatory physical fitness tests will be administered several times throughout the school year with the state required physical fitness test in administered in April or May.
PHYSICAL EDUCATION II       
Grades 10, 11, 12
Prerequisite: Physical Education I

Physical Education II should be completed in the 10th or 11th grade.  This class is a more advanced class that uses skills and knowledge learned in PE I.  Individual/life-time sports or activities will be emphasized.  Development of physical fitness will continue through different physical activities.  These activities may include field games (football, soccer, basketball, volleyball, badminton, pickleball, weight training, aerobics, softball, tennis, and golf.  Physical fitness test will be administered several times during the school year.
ATHLETIC PE 
                    
 Grades 10,11

Prerequisite: PE 1, being on a school athletic team

Athletic PE may be used to complete the second year of physical education.  Students participating in Fort Bragg High School athletics may enroll in this class.  Students will receive one semester of PE credit for each sport season successfully completed.  Credit will not be given if the student is cut, quits or leaves the team for other personal reasons.  Elective credit cannot be received for Athletic PE.  Only students who have completed PE 1 and who need PE credits in order to graduate may enroll in Athletic PE.  Seniors who still need PE credits must enroll in a regular PE class.  Athletic PE credit is for 10th and 11th grade students only.

ADAPTED PE                     

Grades 9,10,11,12

Prerequisite: IEP, 504 or consent of instructor

Adapted PE is a physical education course specially adapted to suit the needs of students who are unable to participate in a regular PE class.  This class focuses on leisure, recreational and lifetime games and sports.  Students in grades 10-12 are encouraged to enroll as peer tutors and may receive PE credit.  The Adapted PE instructor shall approve peer tutor candidates. 

VISUAL & PERFORMING ARTS
All classes except Yearbook and Jazz Band meet the CSU/UC “f” requirement for Visual or Performing Art.  Advanced classes meet the “g” requirement.
ART I                               

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite:  none

The Visual Arts Department teaches students to see, to search for solutions, and to express feelings and ideas artistically through painting, drawing, ceramics, sculpture, printmaking, papermaking, multi cultural art, crafts and art history. The visual arts faculty are experienced artists in the areas they teach and have the expertise to help each student develop their individual talents.

The curriculum in the department is based on the belief that each student needs to be grounded in the elements and principles of art, design and in the idea that to develop their talent, the raw material they bring with them. Students must be disciplined in their work, willing to develop both verbal and visual proficiency and benefit from being part of a community. 

All students participate in the Exhibition Program. Student exhibitions are a regular part of the curriculum.  The exhibitions have a variety of objectives: some are curriculum driven. Students hang work that is done in classes they are taking.  The final masterpiece projects allows each student to create a statement about his or her art experiences and dreams over time and are displayed in the month of May at the annual creative arts festival.
ADVANCED ART                  

Grades 10,11,12 Prerequisite: B or better in Art I and teacher consent.  

This class is designed for students who have done well in introduction to art and have a genuine interest in pursuing studies in visual arts. A great deal of time will be devoted to developing individual strengths and style in many art media through hands on studio work. Students will focus on four categories to extend their knowledge and refine skills using a variety of media.

 1: (two-dimensional art) using a variety different media in areas of drawing, painting and multi-media to include collage.

 2: (three-dimensional art) using a variety of different media in area of sculpture, assemblage, jewelry, multi cultural crafts and ceramics.

3: (Art History and art criticism) further student studies in areas of art history through research, presentations and discussions to build an understanding of the history of art and the impact it has had in many cultures. 

 4: (Career portfolios) Students will create a list of goals for this class, keep a journal both drawing and writing to record their progress and thoughts as they work on various projects. Students will publicly display their works and share in student critiques. Students will devote time to selecting pieces of work to build career portfolios of their artwork for future use.
CONCERT BAND (BAND I) 

Grades 9, 10

Prerequisite:  Middle School Band

Concert Band is a band ensemble made up of woodwind, brass and percussion instruments.  This band meets daily as part of the regular school schedule and is meant for the student who would like to perform and be part of the school instrumental music program.  This ensemble is for the middle school band student who would enjoy the continuance of performing and progressing in music throughout the high school years.  There are various types of performances throughout the school year.  These will probably include concerts, pep rallies, games, marching in parades and judged music festival.

SYMPHONIC BAND (BAND II)  

Grades 11,12

Prerequisite:  Band I

Symphonic Band is meant for the high school junior or senior who participated in and was successful in Concert Band.  The band student who enjoys performing various styles of band literature and who was successful in Band I is highly encouraged to continue performing at this musical level.  Students in this ensemble will perform numerous activities and music functions throughout the school year including several concerts, athletic-related functions, marching in parades and music festival.  The experiences should be musically enriching and rewarding.

JAZZ BAND                 

Grades 9,10,11,12

Prerequisite:  audition and/or permission of instructor

Jazz Band does not meet graduation requirement or CSU/UC “f” requirement.

Jazz Band is a musical ensemble made up of woodwind, brass, percussion and string instruments.  The musical emphasis is on the American jazz styles of music, including swing, ballad, rock, be-bop, and a variety of Latin styles.  This ensemble performs numerous times throughout the school year including some out-of-town performances.  Students who really enjoy playing music and performing should strongly consider performing with this ensemble.  The jazz band meets before school, and partial credit is given for the number of hours spent.
DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY I: Introductory    

This course is for anyone who wants to explore the art of digital photography; digital image editing and photographic techniques to create images that have a visual impact.

DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY II:  Intermediate

Prerequisite:  Digital Photography I:  Introductory          

This intermediate photography course is for students who want to fine-tune their photography skills. Emphasis will be on furthering explorations in the study of personal expression and development of creative style. This course will push you towards working on greater challenges both technical and aesthetic.
DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY III:  Advanced

Prerequisite:  Digital Photography II:  Intermediate          

In this class, you will primarily be engaged in the production and critique of images. Because you've demonstrated a commitment to the medium that outstrips that of the casual student or hobbyist, I will expect you to work quite independently on self-directed projects of your choosing. My charge is to help remove any obstacles to the realization of your work and to facilitate the beginning of your sustainable studio practice. Whether your goal is to apply to college, to begin working in commercial photography or photojournalism, or to go straight into a practice as an artist (sending work out to galleries, museums, and curators), this class will help you initiate that transition.

THEATRE ARTS I

Grades 9,10,11,12 

Prerequisite:  none
 

The purpose of this course is to expose the student to the various aspects of theatre including stage terminology, stage movement, characterization, theatre history, play production, and dramatic criticism.  It will also prepare the student to present selected material before a group of his/her peers with more confidence.

THEATRE ARTS II/II

Grades 10,11,12 

Prerequisite:  Theatre Arts I or other theatre experience                                       

Meets CSU/UC “g” requirement for CP elective

This course is designed to cover all aspects of theatre production.  Students are given the opportunity for actual experience through the performance of monologues, duets, and one act plays.  Outside class rehearsals and performances may be required.  Students will have the option of attending and competing in a three-day winter theatre competition held at Sacramento State University.

YEARBOOK                     

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: application and teacher approval

 Does not meet graduation or CSU/UC requirements

This class in an intensely hands-on experience of producing a yearbook.  The yearbook “team” makes theme and design decisions while individuals create lay-outs, shoot pictures, interview students and staff, write copy and photo captions for book production.  The yearbook student pays attention to all details involved in creating their individual or shared section of the book (e.g. sports, clubs, features).  Monthly deadlines for submitting pages are from November to March.  Following final deadline, students work on individual learning contract on topic of choice.  Student must fill out a yearbook application for acceptance to the class.  Course may be repeated for elective credit.  Prior yearbook experience is suggested for 12th grade students.

SPANISH
SPANISH I                       

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Meets CSU/UC “e” requirement for Language other than English
Spanish I is an introductory course.  The textbook series, Ya Veras, is used to stress the communicative approach to language learning.  The four skills - listening, speaking, reading and writing, in addition to culture, reinforce each other in an ever-widening spiral.  Emphasis the first year is on vocabulary building. Listening is addressed by exposure to teacher pronunciation and supplemental textbook materials, such as CD’s and lesson videos.  Speaking skills are encouraged through repetition of sounds, phrases and sentences modeled after the teacher and supplemental materials.  Students are asked to recite original dialogues as another way to increase speaking proficiency.  Reading is limited to textbook dialogues and short narrative paragraphs which incorporate recycled and new vocabulary.  Writing is rather restricted at this level and limited to simple translations of homework and tests, original dialogues and expansions of chapter themes.

Culture is an integral part of language learning and appreciation.  Students will learn of the many foods, dances, music, customs, arts and festivals of the Spanish and Hispanic worlds.

Students enrolled in Spanish I should expect short, nightly homework, periodic quizzes, and tests at about two week intervals.

SPANISH II                  

Grades 10,11,12 

Prerequisite:  Spanish I 

Meets CSU/UC “e” requirement for Language other than English
Spanish II is a sequential series in the foreign language program.  The textbook series, 

Ya Veras, stresses the communicative approach to language learning.  The four skills – listening, speaking, reading, and writing, in addition to culture, reinforce each other in an ever-widening spiral.  Emphasis the second year is on verb tense and commands. Listening is addressed by exposure to elongated teacher readings and dialogues, and supplemental materials such as CD’s and lesson videos.  Speaking skills are encouraged through more role-playing exercises incorporating slightly more sophisticated vocabulary and themes.  Reading is covered through textbook dialogues and narrative forms.  Some supplemental teacher-chosen material is added to enhance interest and comprehension skills.  Writing is practiced through homework exercises, responses to test questions, and expansions of chapter themes. Culture is an integral part of language learning and appreciation.  Students will learn of the many foods, dances, music, customs, arts and festivals of the Spanish and Hispanic worlds.

Students enrolled in Spanish II should expect short, nightly homework, periodic quizzes, and tests at about two week intervals.

SPANISH III                               

Grades 11,12

Prerequisite:  Spanish II

Meets CSU/UC “g” requirement for CP elective
Spanish III is the third year sequence in the language program whose textbook series, 

Ya Veras, stresses the communicative approach to language acquisition.  The four skills – listening, speaking, reading, and writing, in addition to culture, reinforce each other in an ever-widening spiral.  Emphasis the third year is the Subjunctive Mood and mastery of situational phrases and vocabulary.  There is an increase in speaking opportunities. Listening is addressed by more complicated and realistic speech patterns, syntax, and speed.  The teacher conducts most of the lesson in Spanish and supplemental material is more extensive.  The possibility of native speakers in the class provides another valuable listening opportunity.  Speaking is a major component of everyday classroom lessons.  All interactions in the classroom are encouraged to be in the target language.  Reading is in the form of cultural, informational or fictional material.  Writing centers on weekly journal entries, written responses on tests, and periodic, graded short compositions.

Cultural aspects are explored in depth the third year.  Experience with authentic food, music, dance and art are carefully woven into lesson planning.

Students enrolled in Spanish III should expect nightly homework, periodic quizzes, and chapter tests at about two to three week intervals. 

NATIVE SPANISH
“Native Spanish Speakers” is a broad term used to describe the Hispanic students who have either immigrated to the United States or have grown up in the United States.  Consistent with the broad definition of Native Spanish speakers and their diverse backgrounds, linguistic skills vary widely from individual to individual.

Native Spanish speakers are generally proficient in speech and oral comprehension, but lack in reading and writing skills, literary and technical vocabulary, and grammatical structures.  Accordingly, the Native Spanish courses focus on developing reading and writing skills, along with building vocabulary and grammatical knowledge.  A secondary objective of the courses is to increase the Native Spanish speakers’ awareness of their cultural heritage.

Reading assignments will draw on novels, short stories, and poetry by Spanish and Latin American authors.  Comprehension of reading assignments will be monitored using a variety of assessment instruments.

Writing assignments on a variety of topics will follow a process-oriented approach to writing, and apply specific techniques to improve writing skills.  Throughout the three courses, writing samples will be graded holistically (i.e. the student’s ability to successfully communicate the messages and content, as well as the ability to successfully use vocabulary and grammatical structures will be assessed).
NATIVE SPANISH I

Grades 9,10,11,12 

Prerequisite:  Native speaker       

Meets CSU/UC “e” requirement for Language

Students in Native Spanish I will achieve comprehensible written expression and moderate reading comprehension.  Student writing that demonstrates comprehensible expression is defined by (a) a few serious errors of syntax/grammar and some successful correction upon self-assessment; (b) a moderate range of vocabulary and idiomatic usage; (c) some appropriate cultural concepts; and (d) meeting the assigned writing task.

NATIVE SPANISH II 

Grades 10,11,12

Prerequisite:  Native Spanish I

Meets CSU/UC “e” requirement for foreign language

Students in Native Spanish II will achieve good written command of Spanish and above-average reading comprehension.  Student writing that demonstrates good written command of the language is defined by:  (a)  few errors of syntax, (b) above-average range of vocabulary, (c) good idiomatic usage and little awkwardness of expression, (d) mostly appropriate cultural concepts, and (e) meeting the assigned task and exceeding it in some aspects.

CAREER & VOCATIONAL EDUCATION

AUTOSHOP

BEGINNING AUTO (ROP)                     

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite:  None

This course concentrates its instruction on learning the basics.  This includes shop safety, tool and equipment identification and use, and learning the theory and operation of the automobile.  Basic repairs are also taught, including servicing, safety checks, repair and balancing of tires, brake inspection and servicing, teardown and assembly of an internal combustion engine, and basic electrical repairs.  Mechanical skills, safe use of tools and equipment, proper attitude and conduct are a big part of the class.  Students are able to work on live vehicles.

INTERMEDIATE AUTO (ROP)       

Grades 10,11,12

Prerequisite:  Auto I or consent of instructor

Review and reinforcement of basic automotive theories and repairs are stressed in this class.  New areas of the automobile are also studied, and more advanced repairs are undertaken.  Individual responsibility is increased, and proper shop procedures are stressed as well.  Students are schooled in the “real world” areas of auto mechanics and allowed to pursue those areas that most interest them.

ADVANCED AUTO  (ROP)    

Grades 11,12

Prerequisite:  Intermediate Auto or consent of instructor; must have four district classes.

This two-period class is project based, and students are urged to involve themselves in a project that will use their learned skills, and at the same time, inspire them to solve problems that may arise in a future workplace.  All systems of an automobile already studied are reviewed and weak areas strengthened.  Proper shop procedures and personal conduct are HIGHLY stressed, and the workings of dealerships and independent shops are studied.  Scholarships are available to those excelling in this two-period automotive course.

COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY     

Grade 9

Prerequisite: none

Taken in conjunction with Healthy Living
Information Technology is a course that utilizes project-based learning about Internet and computer applications.  Instruction is done primarily through a class website.  Daily assignments emphasize productive use of computer time.  Students learn how to make images, animations and web pages through the use of Adobe Photoshop, Microsoft Front Page web editor, and an animation program called Gif Animator.  Students learn how to use email for school lessons and activities.  Search engine techniques, word processing and multi-media are other important components.  Depending on interest and need, students can individually pursue lessons and tutorials in keyboarding, html programming and java script applications.
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1HORTICULTURE
ORGANIC HORTICULTURE (ROP)

Prerequisite:  None

Organic Horticulture teaches the principals and practices of organic gardening. It covers both the use of "organic" materials and the use of "organic" cultural practices focusing on gardening in an environmentally friendly manner. Content includes an overview of gardening in co-operation with the ecosystem of the home garden, ways to build soil richness, plant nutrition using organic fertilizers, ways to grow a garden that are naturally resistant to pests and disease, and ways to work with nature in correcting garden problems.  You will discover the beauty of composting and the joy of growing your own food! This class incorporates both a classroom environment and hands-on experience in the school garden. 

BUSINESS

BUSINESS TECHNOLOGY

Prerequisite: None

This course will focus on teaching skills in desktop publishing, presentations, office machines, communication etiquette and  job skills to allow students to create impressive school work as well as possible job opportunities.  

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1CULINARY ARTS
CULINARY ARTS I (ROP)          
Grades 9, 10, 11,12

Prerequisite: None

This class focuses on learning the ins and outs of a commercial kitchen, which includes safety and sanitation; the flow of food in a commercial kitchen; common cooking terms and techniques; basic cooking skills; knife skills; basic first aid; waitstaff skills; garnishing, and catering. Students also learn what the food world has to offer in regards to careers.  In addition the “soft skills” of the work world (resume writing, job applications, interview techniques, etc.) are addressed. This class prepares students for a step above entry level positions in a commercial kitchen and/or restaurant setting.

CULINARY ARTS II/III (ROP)          
Grades 10, 11,12

Prerequisite:  Culinary Arts I

This class is embedded within Culinary Arts I.  Students continue to hone their cooking skills, acting as teaching assistants in the kitchen.  When first year students are not cooking, second and third year students prepare more advanced recipes for catering jobs, building their recipe repertoire. On non-cooking days, second year students are delving into the intricacies of running a commercial kitchen, and take a leadership position on projects, and catering jobs.

INTERNATIONAL FOODS (ROP) 

Prerequisite: Culinary Arts I
A second or third year class in the Culinary classes, this class focuses on foreign cuisine, and how a cuisine develops based on the foods that grow/are raised in a particular part of the world, and how neighboring countries have influenced that development. Eating foods from around the world, students experience exotic ingredients and cooking techniques.  The year ends on exploring the regional cooking of America as influenced by immigrants in specific parts of this country.
NUTRITION & HEALTHY COOKING (ROP) 

Prerequisite: None

In this class students will learn about protein, carbohydrates, and fats, as well as the vitamins and minerals our food is made up of, and how our bodies use these substances. In addition students will learn about the importance of antioxidants and phytochemicals and the part they play in good health.  The focus of this class will be on cooking with whole, unprocessed and minimally processed food, and learning how to take care of our bodies in the short and long term.

CVE FOODS (ROP)             
Prerequisite: Students must find their own job in the food service industry, must have a 2.0 GPA, must have four district classes

CVE Foods is work experience in the food service industry (restaurants, delis, espresso shops, etc).  Students who take an ROP cooking class and work 8 hours or more each week at a food service establishment may sign up for CVE foods and receive 5 credits each semester.

WOODSHOP

WOODSHOP I - Introductory          

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Students will construct various projects that meet woodworking categories such as cutting boards, lathe projects, boxes, shelves, racks, and cabinets.  Safe and correct tool use will be stressed.  Power and hand tools will be used for construction of projects.  Students will be charged for materials used.  There is no assigned homework.  Woodshop earns elective credits toward graduation.  The completed project will be the basis for grading:  neatness, accurate measurements and being square, appearances, and usefulness will be factors used in grading the projects.  Students who like hands-on work and think construction could be a possible occupation should take this class.

WOODSHOP II - Intermediate  

Prerequisite:  Wood I is required for Wood II

Advanced Woodshop is designed for serious woodworkers.  Students should be self motivated, with a desire to improve skills and techniques.  They should explore new processes and procedures they have not yet attempted.  Advanced students are also called upon to help less-advanced students.  From time-to-time, they might build a project for a teacher, the school, or a request from a member of the community.  Projects constructed are student-selected and should be something he/she really wants to build.  Unless the project is for someone else, the student will be charged for the materials.

OTHER ELECTIVES
AVID

AVID 9,10,11,12 
Prerequisite: application, and assessment; 2.5-3.5 GPA, mid-range test scores AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination) classes for grades 9, 10, 11, and 12 extend college preparatory support for certain students who quality to participate. The program seeks students with mid-range test scores, 2.5 to 3.5 grade point averages, and individual determination to perhaps be the first generation in their families to attend a four-year college.  As an elective credit, AVID provides additional support in reading, writing, collaboration and study skills.  The AVID teacher acts as a mentor to teach, assist, and encourage students while monitoring their progress.  Tutors from our local College of the Redwoods come to classes twice a week and offer assistance in academic work.  College placement assistance in the form of information, tours, application and scholarship support is part of the senior year.

Application to the program is required.  Commitment to remain in the program all four years is encouraged.

OFFICE/LIBRARY AIDE
OFFICE/COUNSELING/LIBRARY AIDE              

Grades 11,12

Prerequisite: Must have passed the CAHSEE (11th grade) and all required courses taken. (This is a non- academic class for GPA purposes)
Students work as aides in the front office, the counseling office, and the library.  Duties include picking up attendance, delivering notes and passes, reshelving books, and answering phones. Students must have a history of responsible behavior and good attendance and understand confidentiality.

TEACHER AIDE
TEACHER AIDE        
Grades 11,12

Prerequisite: Must have passed the CAHSEE (11th grade) and all required courses taken. (This is a non- academic class for GPA purposes)
Teacher’s aides work with a teacher at the high school. Students assist the teacher they work with by making copies, correcting student work and helping students.  
SPECIAL EDUCATION 
CAREERS/ WORKABILITY      

Grade 10

Prerequisite: Students with an active IEP or 504

WorkAbility/Careers are designed to prepare IEP students for success in the workplace and are a prerequisite for a paid WorkAbility position during the student’s junior and senior years.

Up to 50% of class time consists of hands-on experience on campus in the cafeteria, Tutoring at Dana Gray, and with the custodian. This experience helps us to successfully place students in paid positions during their junior and senior years.

        Over 50% of class time is spent completing units covering ethical and professional behavior, career exploration, identification of interests and aptitudes, and general work skills including: job applications, resumes, cover letters, and interview techniques. They also spend time using equipment such as cash registers, copy machines, and shredders.
