FORT BRAGG SCHOOL DISTRICT POLICY FOR CIPA COMPLAINCE

FILTER BY-PASS GUIDELINES


1. The teachers are responsible for all computers and Internet access while in use by students. 
2. If the teacher deems necessary to disable the filter, the teacher is responsible to insure everybody adheres to the CIPA guidelines (see below). 
3. The teacher will not allow any other individual to use their Filter By-pass Log-in. 
4. If any student accesses inappropriate material while the filter is removed the teacher must contact their site administrator and the technology department immediately, (All violations are monitored online by MCOE and District personnel) 
5. The following guidelines are from the Federal "Children's Internet Protection Act".

(1)TECHNOLOGY PROTECTION MEASURE -- The term "technology protection measure" means a specific technology that blocks or filters Internet access to visual depictions that --(A) Obscene, as that term is defined in section 1460 of title 18, United Stated Code; (B) Child pornography, as that term is defined in section 2256 of title 18, United Stated Code; or (C) Harmful to minors.
(2) HARMFUL TO MINORS-- The term "harmful to minors" means any picture, image, graphic image file, or other visual depiction that--(A) Taken as a whole and with respect to minors, appeals to a prurient interest in nudity, sex, or excretion; (B) depicts, describes, or represents, ina patently offensive way with respect to what is suitable for minors, an actual or simulated sexual act or sexual contact, actual or simulated normal or perverted sexual acts, or a lewd exhibition of the genitals; and (C) Taken as a whole lacks serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific value as to minors.
