Noyo is a comprehensive school and has curricula where all requirements for a high school 
diploma can be met.  Noyo offers students many possibilities to earn credit outside of the 
regularly scheduled day, schedules for working students and opportunities to take 
community college classes. 
 
Counseling is provided through a part time school counselor, Mendocino Youth Project, 
Mendocino County Mental Health and the AODP program.   
 
Safe Passage provides social services to students, including help with Medi Cal eligibility.   
 
Our teachers provide college counseling; college campus visits and facilitates contact with 
representatives of post secondary education. 
 
Noyo usually has a few students with Individual Education Plans.  Certified special 
education staff from Fort Bragg High School provides case management.  Direct services to 
meet educational objectives are provided by a paraprofessional staff member who is 
trained and supervised in providing individualized instruction. 
 
Students identified as English Learners are able to be enrolled at Noyo and attend ESL 
classes at FBHS.

Admission requirements for the University of 
California (UC) follow guidelines set forth in the 
Master Plan, which requires that the top one-eighth 
of the state’s high school graduates, as well as those 
transfer students who have successfully completed 
specified college work, be eligible for admission to 
the UC.

Admission requirements for the California State 
University (CSU) use three factors to determine 
eligibility: 1) specific high school courses; 2) grades 
in specific courses and test scores; and 3) graduation 
from high school.

Because of the 
number of students who apply, a few campuses have 
higher standards (supplementary admission criteria) 
for all applicants. Most CSU campuses utilize local 
admission guarantee policies for students who 
graduate or transfer from high schools and colleges 
that are historically served by a CSU campus in that 
region.
