2011-2012 Scholarship Information

The entire scholarship packet should be submitted to the FBHS counseling office 
before the end of the school day on Thursday, December 1.  

Applications will still be accepted after that date, but by waiting you may miss out on some scholarships that have early deadlines.

1.  The entire application packet  must be assembled in a folder with a clear plastic cover, with a cover sheet including your name, Fort Bragg High School, “Class of 2012,” and the title “Scholarship Application.”  Please organize your materials in this packet in the order listed below.

2.  Application form.  Please complete and print from your computer.

3.  Your  resume.   Please be selective and limit the resume to one page.   Please see sample.  
If you cannot determine how to fit yourself onto one page, please think about limiting your information to only the most significant of your accomplishments, reducing margins, and also reducing font-size to 10 (but no smaller, please!)
4.    A typed double-spaced essay of 500 - 1,000 words discussing your educational goals and influences.   Write about a personal attribute or accomplishment that is important to you.  Describe its relevance and how it relates to your academic/career goals.   Try to make this essay positive and oriented toward your future; it is best to not focus on past difficulties.   Please ask an English teacher or someone else with exemplary English skills to proofread your essay.                                                                                                                           

5.  Two letters of recommendation.  One of these letters must be from a FBHS teacher.  The second should be from another adult (though not a family member) who knows you well, for example, a mentor, a coach, or an employer.  

Note:  to aid the person writing your letter, give plenty of advance notice, (1-2 weeks) and a copy of your letter of recommendation packet at the time you request the letter.  You could ask that they write a generic type greeting, such as

Dear Scholarship Committee Members, give you a few copies and also save it on their computer for future use.

6.  The Counseling Office will insert your transcript into your application-- you do not need to request one in advance.

PLEASE KEEP A COPY OF YOUR ENTIRE APPLICATION.
Many organizations use this same format; all you will need to do is make a new cover page and submit the application directly to them.   Details of this application are available in the FBHS website under scholarships and also in Web Locker.
Please note:  completing a FBHS General Scholarship application does not guarantee that you will be awarded a scholarship.  However, not submitting an application ensures that you will not.
