Attenda nce is required by state law. |t determines how much
money our school district receives from the state to operat e and maintain our schools, and regular
attendance is closely tied to student success.

1. ABSENCE LIMIT
Students are limited to a total of fifteen (15) absences per semester in each class. Any
student, who accumulates more than 15 absences in a semester in one or more classes, not
counting those for school activities, wil!/

2. APPEAL PROCESS
An Appeals Board has been established by members of the School Leadership Team. This
group meets several times each year and uses all information available in an effort to consider
appeals from students who have accumulated more than the allowable absences and who feel
that extenuating circumstances merit a waiver of the established absence limit.

3. COMMUNICATION
a. Students will be reminded about attendance rules and consequenceswhen they have
accumulated 3 to 5 absences in any given class.
b. An automated message machine will inform each household daily if a student is marked
absent during any class.
c. When a student has accumulated seven (7) absences in any class, a letter will be

Sandals or shoes must be worn at all times.

2. Shorts and tops must provide adequate coverage: tank tops that are too large or open on the sides
are not allowed. The midriff must be covered. Shorts must be mid thigh or longer.

3. Clothes shall be sufficient to conceal undergarments at all times. See-through or fish-net fabrics,

halter tops, strapless apparel, off-the-shoulder or low-cut tops, bare midriffs and skirts or shorts

shorter than mid-thigh are PROHIBITED.

*NEWS FLASH **

YOU HAVE TO BE ON-TIME!

Arriving on time to class is not only a matter of courtesy; it is part of responsible school behavior.
Because tardies are so disruptive to a positive learning environment, excessive tardiness is dealt with
as a disciplinary issue. The policy is as follows:

e When a student accumulates five (5) tardies in any class, the teacher writes a Behavior
Referral and the student receives an administrative detention (45 minutes after school study
time). (Times and location TBA).

e A Behavior Referral and an administrative detention will be assigned at teacher discretion
beyond the fifth tardy.

Saturday School may be assigned after the 10™ tardy.
Students may be suspended after the 15" tardy.

Failure to serve an assigned detention may result in Saturday School. Failure to serve an assigned
Saturday School will result in a 1 day suspension from school (thisday counts in the s
absence total).

WHEN CAN | USE THE LIBRARY OR COMPUTER LAB?

Due to state budget reductions, the FBHS library will only be open on Mondays, Wednesdays, and
Fridays. The computer lab will continue to be available Monday through Friday. When open, the
computer lab and library will be available before school, during lunch, at morning breaks and after
school for student use. Students must abide by all library and computer lab guidelines when using
these facilities. Students are responsible for all library materials they check out or use.

INDEPENDENT STUDY -WHATG6S THAT?

Fort Bragg High School offers two types of Independent Study for students whose needs require such
programs. These programs are as follows:

Short Term Independent Study:

Students whose parents require that they be absent from school for a period of five days or more may
request a Short Term Independent Study contract from the Independent Study office in room 131.
The Independent Study secretary is available each morning until 11:30 a.m. The request must be
made at least one week (5 school days) prior to the absence.

Independent Study (IS):

FBHS offers full time Independent Study as a form of Alternative Education for a limited number of
students. FBHS full time Independent Study offers the same privileges and graduation requirements

as the Aregul ar ¢S swdemspvhcemegt thesg recuiraments receive an FBHS

diploma and may participate in the graduation ceremony. Grade point averages and class rank for

full time IS students are included with all students at the same grade level. Juniors and Seniors must
have a passing score on both sections of the CAHSEE in orderto apply for1S. Appl i cant s o
comprehension should be at or very near grade level. Admission is based on space available, the
completion of the application process, and a referral from the counseling office. Applications for IS

are available in the counseling office.

Class work missed during an excused absence MAY BE MADE UP for full academic credit. Such
work must be completed and submitted T except under extenuating circumstances i within the same
number of days missed. (i.e. a student absent 2 days would have 2 additional days to complete
make-up assignments).

Unexcused absences
include the following:
e Absences that are credible (i.e. infrequent, plausible, etc), approved by parent or guardian, and
explained in a note or by a phone call of explanation (e.g. oversleeping , missing ride, car
trouble, visiting family friends, shopping, studying, caring for family members, family vacation)
within three days.
e A teacher has the right to not accept missing work from an unexcused absence.

TRUANCY ABSENCES
Class work missed during a truancy absence MAY NOT BE MADE UP.
Truancy means any of the following:

e Leaving class without permission
e Arriving to class more than ten minutes late: Truancy is a disciplinary issue, and, as such,
may result in Saturday School and/or suspension.
e Unclear absences (no note within 3 days or cleared with a forget note)

EXTENDED ABSENCES (Due to illness, temporary disability, etc.)

Parents may request homework at the front office after their student has been absent for three (3)
days or more. If a student must miss two weeks or more due to illness or disability that is verified by a
physician, a request can be made in the counseling office for teaching services in the home for up to
5 hours per week.

All students must bring notes from parents or guardians to excuse an absence. If students are 18
and extenuating circumstances exist, with administrative approval permission may be granted for
students to write their own absence notes.

FBHS believes that the
value of information and interaction available on the worldwide network far outweighs the possibility
that users may procure information inconsistent with the educational goals of the district and the
school. Every attempt is made to ensure acceptable use of the Internet. Students and parents are
asked to review FBUSD's Handbook of Network Use and to sign the "FBUSD Electronic Information
Resource User Contract” in order to be able to use school conputers to access the Internet.

INSURANCE

Fort Bragg Unified School District does not provide accident insurance for students. If parents wish to
protect their son/daughter from accidents which might occur at school they may purchase insurance.
Additionally, California law prescribes that students participating in interscholastic sports must carry a
minimum of $1500 accident/health insurance and a minimum of $1500 personal life insurance.

What else do you do in the Main Office?

LOST AND FOUND

Found personal property is stored in the main office to be described and claimed by the owner. The school will
not be responsible for any personal property that is lost or left at school or on school buses.

WORK PERMITS

Applications for work permits are available in the main office. Work permits are issued for one year beginning
at the start of the school year. To qualify for (and to) retain this permit, students must maintain a minimum 2.0
grade point average and attend school on a regular basis or the work permit may be revoked.

MESSAGES

Messages that are of an emergency nature from parents/guardians may be sent to students through the main office.
Birthday greetings, lunches, last night's homework, flowers, balloons, gifts, and other such items are considered
detractors from instructional time. Such deliveries, if made at school, will be held in the office where they may be picked
up by the student after school, or at lunch time if they are to be taken home or to a student's vehicle.

LEAVING CAMPUS

FBHS is a closed campus except during lunch time. When a student must leave campus for any reason except at lunch or
under the supervision of a teacher, he/she must present parent permission and sign out in the main office prior to leaving
school. Failure to sign out when leaving school results in an unexcused absence. The governing board of the Fort Bragg
School District, pursuant to Section 44808.5 of the Education Code, has decided to permit the pupils enrolled at Fort
Bragg High School to leave the school grounds during the lunch period. Neither the school district nor any officer or
employee thereof shall be liable for the conduct or safety of any pupil during such time as the pupil has left the school
grounds pursuant to this section.

STUDENT CHARGES

Charges for lost books, supplies, athletic equipment, etc., must be cleared by the end of the school year. Students will not
be allowed to participate in athletics, student council, or any other school activity until these obligations are met. This
includes the graduation ceremony.

Why visit the Counseling Office?

WELCOME

The counseling office is open from 7:30 A.M. to 3:30 PM. for your needs. If you would like to see
a counselor, you can sign up for an appointment or, in an emergency, see someone immediately.
The counseling office secretary can answer many questions, hand -out forms, and deal with many
student needs.

PERSONAIOR ACADEMIC PROBLEMS
Counselors are available to help students deal with personal or academic problems they might
have. Many support services are available to help students cope with problems.

CHECK OUT OF SCHOOL (Transfer to another school)

Students checking out of school should have a parent come to the Counseling Office to sign the
withdrawal forms stating the reason for leaving and the name of the new school the student will
be attending. All textbooks must be returned and bills paid prior to checki ng out of school.

Requests for copies of official transcripts are made in the Counseling Office.

SCHOLARSHIP & COLLEGE INFORMATION

Applications for local and regional scholarships are available in the counseling Office. Notices
are put in th e daily bulletin and on the Counseling Office web page as scholarships become
available. Catalogues and applications for state colleges and universities are available in the
Counseling Office as well.

COLLEGE TESTING

Applications for the SAT and ACT tests are available in the Counseling Office. There is also a
supply of preparation materials that can be borrowed by students to help prepare for these tests.
Students should listen carefully to the daily bulletin for testing information. *See page 14 for
SAT/ACT dates.

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Important Things To Know...

CLASS CHANGES

Program changes need to be initiated during the first week of school. After the first week the
only new request for changes normally approved are teacher recommended changes within a
department i.e. Geometry to Algebra. If approved, the student's grade may be transferred to the
new class.

Any other program change beyond the first week of each semester will be considered "exceptional”
and will require counseling department and/or administrative approval. To be considered for an
"exceptional” program change, the student must complete a "Student Petition To Change A Class."

If this petition is approved, grade s and credits will be recorded as follows:

1. For an exceptional change made outside of a subject area during the 2nd - 9th week of a
semester, the grade of the dropped course will not be recorded. Students will have the
opportunity to earn only partial cre dit in the new class added.

2. For an exceptional change approved after the 9th week of the semester, the grade for the
course dropped will be recorded as a PERMANENT SEMESTER GRADE and will be based on work
for the entire semester. Students will have the opportunity to earn only partial credit for the
new class added.

The following regulations will be taken into account when considering requests to schedule
and/or change classes:

1. No student or parent -initiated transfers will be made into a class thatis larger than the class in
which the student is currently enrolled.

2. No student may have two aide classes (teacher aide, office aide, library aide, or counseling
aide).

3. Astudent must have four district classes before he/she may enroll in an ROP class, the College
of the Redwoods class taught on FBHS campus, or a Credit Retrieval class.

4. No senior may take a class at Adult School that can fit into the regular 7 period day schedule.

Credi't & ANo Credito & Reclassificat

The major affectonstudent s who receive ONCO6 (No Credit) gr e
grade for lack of minimum academic achievement is that students will have to repeat required
courses.

220 credits must be earned to receive an FBHS diploma. On a six-period day schedule students who
pass all classes will earn 30 credits per semester (60 per year). If a student earns more than four
failing semester grades in all four years, he/she must make -up credits outside of the regular school
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day. This can be done by attending summer school; taking classes through the Migrant Education
PASS program if eligible; taking on-line courses; taking classes through ASSETs or Cyber High;
and/ or taking classes during a studentds senior

If at the end of thre e years, a student has credit deficit of 100 credits or more, he/she will be
reclassified as an 11" grade student for the next school year and will be reassigned to a Junior
advisory. Students and parents are encouraged to contact the counselors for more information
about meeting Fort Bragg High School graduation requirements.

Concurrent Enrollment In Adult School

Fort Bragg High School seniors who need to earn additional credits to graduate may be enrolled
concurrently (i.e. while attending FBHS day school) at the evening Coastal Adult School. The
student, his parent/guardian, and a school counselor must sign a Coastal Adult School "contract"
before concurrent enrollment begins.

Students may not enroll at Coastal Adult School for any class being off ered that semester at FBHS
which can be accommodated by their FBHS schedule.

Students planning to graduate in June who attend Coastal Adult School must earn ALL of the credits
at Coastal Adult School by the end of May. Students may earn up to 15 credits per semester.

GRADING

The school year is divided into two semesters, each of which is divided into three six -week periods.
Grades are issued at the end of each period. The first and second reports of each semester are

progress reports. The third peri od ends (in most classes) with an examination. The final grade for

the semester becomes part of the studentds per ma

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California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE)

Questions and Answers for Parents

What is the High School ExiExamination (CAHSEE)?
State law (Senate Bill 2), authorized the development of the High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE). Students in Califarnia p
schools have to pass tlEgam to receive a high school diploma.

What is the purpose of the CAHSEE?

The purpose of the CAHSEE is to help improve student achievement in high school. It is also to help ensure that students who
graduate from a California high school can demonstm@atepetency in the content standards for reading, writing and mathematics,
adopted by the State Board of Education.

Who will have to take the CAHSEE?

10" grade students take the CAHSEE one time in the spring. Eleventh graders who have yet to pestonstivil be asked to

take the CAHSEE this fall. Seniors who still have not passed the CAHSEE will have 3 opportunities to take the CAHSHE&eiluring
senior year.

Will students who are not fluent in Englishave to take the CAHSEE?

If a school digtict determines that a student does not possess sufficient English language skills to be assessed, the district may deft
the requirement that the student pass the CAHSEE for a period of up to 24 calendar months from enrollment in the @hlitornia p
sctool system until the student has completed six months of instruction in reading, writing, and comprehension in the English
language. English language learners must pass the exit examination in English to receive a California high school diploma.

Will special education students have to takee CAHSEE?

Yes. Special education students cannot receive their high school graduation diploma without passing the CAHSEE. The CAHSEE
may be administered with appropr i atndividaat EdocationaldPlart (IER).nAl spackal r e g
education students are required to take the CAHSEE unl ess

What if parents do not want their studetgsted?
All students will be required to pass theamination to get a high school diploma from a California public school.

How and when wil/ parents get their studentbs te
Test results must be returned to students within eight weeks after the test is taken. Specific details abounthenapess will be
provided to students and parents as soon as it is available.

How can parents help their students do wefi the CAHSEE?
Prior to testing each year, parents or guardians need to talk to their students about the CAHSEE and encotoaipettigénbest.
Parents or guardians should:
e Make sure class assignments and homework are completed throughout the year.
e Review what students are doing in school.
e Make sure that students are in school every day unless they are ill.
o Review sample testaterials provided by the school with their students before testing begins.

What can students do to prepare for the CAHSEE?
It will be important that students take classes that include instruction in state content standards for English/langodgedhrts
Students will need to use their knowledge of the content identified for the test.

What if students are absent on testing days?
There are makep days available during the school year.

What wil |l happen | CAHSEEPdent s dondét pass the

Eleventh andwelfth graders will be able to retake the examination several times each year. They will retake only those portions of
the test not previously passed. Ultimately, seniors that have not passed both sections of the CAHSEE may receive afcertifica
comgetion, rather than a FBHS diploma.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS FOR PARENTS

What is the STAR program?

This program, administered annually, was authorized in 1997 by state law (Senate Bill 376). The purpose of the STAR
program is to help measure how well students are learning basic skills. The State of California requires that all public
schools provide a variety of standardized exams for their students. A few of these tests fall under the umbrella of the
STAR (Standardized Testing and Reporting) program.

Who must take the STAR tests?

All students in grades 2 through 11 must take the designated STAR tests. Students learning English and students in
special education programs are included. Only students whose Individual Education Plans (IEP) specificallgxempt
them from STAR testing and students with written parent requests to exempt them do not take the STAR tests. These
requests should be submitted to the principal by April, 2010.

Who will take the California Standards Tests in 2010?

e All students in grades 2 through 11 take the California Standards EnglishLanguage Arts TestS(reading and writing).

¢ All students in grades 9, 10, and 11 also take HistorySocial Science Standards Tests.

¢ All students in grades 8 through 10 take Mathematics Standards Test that are not tied to specific grade levels.

e They are tied to the math course in which a student is enrolled or that a student has completed. Students in
grade 11 who have completed algebra Il or third -year integrated math, or will complete one of these courses
before testing begins, take the Grade-11 Mathematics Standards Test. Gradell students completing one of the
six math courses for which tests are available take the test for that course.

e All students in grades 9, 10, and 11 take Science $indards Tests that also are tiedto specific courses rather than
grade levels.

Who will take the California Standards Tests in 2010?

e All students in grades 2 through 11 take the California Standards EnglishLanguage Arts Tests (reading and
writing).

e All students in grades 10 and 11 also take HistorySocial Science Standards Tests.

¢ In general, all students in grades 8 through 11 take Mathematics Standards Tests for the courses in which
they are currently enrolled.

e All students in grades 9, 10, and 11 take Sience Standards Tests that also are tied to specific courses rather
than grade levels.

e This year 11th grade students have the option to complete an additional section of CST. Students that will
subsequently attend a California State University may usethese supplemental scores for English and
Mathematics course placement purposes.

Who will take the SABE/2 in 2010?
In addition to taking the designated STAR tests in English, limited Englishproficient Spanish-speaking students who
have been enrolled in California public schools less than 12 months must take the SABE/2.

Who gives the STAR tests, and how long do they take?

The Star Tests are given during two weeks between the end of April and the middle of May. The examinations are
administered by content specific instructors. It takes 7 to 8 hours to complete the California Standards Tests. The
SABE/2 adds about 4 hours for limited Englishproficient students.
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What if parents do not want their student tested?

According to Education Code section 60615, parents or guardians can submit a written request to the principal if
they do not wish to have their student take any or all parts of the STAR tests. Written requests from parents or
guardians received before the start of testing will be honored.

How and when will parents get their student's test results?
Each student's test results must be reported to parents within 20 working days after the school district receives them.
In most cases these reports will be mailedhome.

DANCES

YES, THERE ARE DANCE RULES.

Dances are held each year, and students who attend are expected to follow the rules adopted by the

ASB and the FBHS discipline and activity codes. In brief, those who leave before the end of the

dance will not be re-admitted; the door will be closed one hour after the dance begins; students under

the influence of drugs or alcohol will be dealt with by local law enforcement officers and suspended

from school in accordance with the FBHS discipline policy. Their parents will be notified and they will

not be allowed to attend another dance during the school year. Students may request to bring a

guest. The deadline to turn in a guest pass is the Wednesday before the dance. Students requesting

guest passes are responsible for the behavior of theirguestand need to obtain adm
approval prior to the dance.

HEALTH

Not Feeling Good?

In order to provide the healthiest possible environment for all students and staff at our school, we will
use the following guidelines for sending all ill students home from school. Ill students, except in cases
of extreme emergency, may not remain at school for more than one period. Please use the same
guidelines when deciding if your student should stay home from school.

Fever of 99.6 degrees or more.

Nausea and/or vomiting within the last 24 hours.

Diarrhea or abdominal cramps within the last 24 hours.

Head or body lice or nits.

Any contagious disease (such as chicken pox, measles, pink-eye, etc.)
Any serious injury.

If your student becomes ill at school, we will attempt to notify you. If you cannot be reached, we will
attempt to notify one of the other people listed on your child’s emergency card. It is extremely
important that the information on the emergency card be kept up-to-date. Transportation home is the
responsibility of the parent or caretaker, not the school.

If your student has been ill, please be sure that she/he has completely recovered before returning to
school. In the case of serious illness or injury, the school may require information from your medical

care provider. The California State Department of Education requires that we verify the reason for a

student’s absence. Please send an explanatory note to school with your student within three days of
any absence.

Step One

The concerned party shares and attempts to resolve his/her concern with the staif regpansible for the
setting and/or situation that generated the issue.

Step Two
If the concern is not resolved in Step One (or there is good reason not to attempt to resolve the issue directly

with the staff member involved), the concerned party mayaob a school administrator to express the concern.

The administrator will check to see if the concerned individual has attempted to personally resolve the proble
with the staff member directly involved. If not, s/he will be encouraged to do see dbtiterned party is not

able to resolve the issue satisfactorily with the staff member involved, the administrator will listen to the
concern and suggest the most appropriate way to resolve it. Every attempt will be made to resolve each con
quickly and at the point closest to its origin.

Step Three

If the concern remains, the principal will review actions taken in Step Two and summarize them in writing.
He/she may recommend that the concerned party accept the help of either a school counseaissistaite
principal, or the principal may recommend that the concerned party take Step Four.

How am | supposed to behave?

FBHS uses a Discipline Code as a guide to deal with inappropriate student behavior. It is based on
provisions governing student conduct found in the California Education Code, the California
Administrative Code, Title 5 and the policies and procedures of the Fort Bragg Unified School District.

It is the responsibility of the student to follow school policies during the following times indicated in
Section 48900 of the California Educated Code:

While on school grounds.

While going to or coming from school.

During the lunch period whether on or off the campus.

During, or while going to or coming from, a school sponsored activity.

PwbdPR

The school 6s Discipline code is an extension of
Title 5, which states:

AnEvery pupil shall attend school punctwually and
obey promptly all the directions of his/her teacher and others in authority; observe good order and
propriety of deportment; be diligent in study; respectful of his/her teachers and others in authority;
kind and courteous to other students; and refrain from the use of profaneandvulgar | anguage.

The following are elements of the school Discipline Code:

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIESéThe Basics
e Be on time to each class; be prepared to work; bring required materials and assignments to
class.
Explain any absences from class or school activity to his/her parents.
Know and obey school rules and follow directions and requests of school personnel.
Be courteous and respectful to the staff, other students, and the public in general.
Behave in such a way that it does not disrupt the learning of others.
Respect public and personal property.

FIGHTING

Fighting is not acceptable behavior either on school grounds, or on the way to and from the campus.
If you are involved in an altercation, you will be subject to suspension and either a police report or
citation. If you have problems getting along with another student, counselors, administrators and
other staff are available to help you avoid a fight.

THREATS

Threatening physical assault, or making statements or acts directed at another student that causes that person
to be fearful of his/her personal well-being is prohibited. Violations may result in suspension and/or possible
police report or citation.
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EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Students involved in extracurricular activities that represent the school, both on and off the campus,
must behave in an appropriate manner. Infractions of school rules may result in the temporary or
permanent loss of the right to participate in school activities.

DRUGS, ALCOHOL, CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES, DRUG PARAPHERNALIA

The use, possession, or sale of alcohol, drugs, narcotics, drug paraphernalia, and other illegal
substances and equipment is prohibited. First violations will include parental notification, suspension,
involvement of the police, referral to counseling services, and may include a recommendation for
expulsion. For more information please see the Athletics/Activity Code and the FBHS Disciplinary
Code.

TOBACCO

The possession or use of tobacco in any form is not permitted at any time during school hours. First
violations will result in a one day suspension and parent notification. Subsequent violations will result
in additional suspension and a required parent conference.

DISRUPTION OF LEARNING ENVIRONMENT

Disorderly conduct, rude behavior, profanity or obscene gestures will not be tolerated.

HARRASMENT

Students are expected to refrain from conducting themselves in a manner that endangers the welfare,
self-esteem or well-being of others. Sexual or racial comments, threatening statements, intimidation,
extortion, coercion and verbal abuse are not allowed and will result in serious disciplinary action.

POSSESSION OF WEAPONS OR DANGEROUS OBJECTS

Students are not allowed to possess weapons or dangerous objects on school property or at school-
sponsored events. Possession will result in severe consequences, including referral to the police and

being expelled from school. State law requires that any student possessing a knife, even a pocket

knife, must be recommended for expulsion unless a school administratordete r mi nes t hat
i s inappropriate due to the particular circumst a
law.

DISPLAY OF AFFECTION

Students are expected to act within the boundaries of good taste while on campus or on school
buses. Prolonged embracing or kissing and other forms of personal affection are not acceptable at
school. Students will be warned of unacceptable behavior when noticed by a staff member or
administrator. Continued demonstration of this type of behavior will be considered defiance of
authority and will be referred to an administrator.
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CELL PHONES /CD PLAYERS /i P O D/MB3 PLAYERS / OTHER ELECTRONICS

CD players, iPods, MP3 players, and other electronic devices (including other music and gaming
devices) are not allowed on campus at any time. These devices will be confiscated if brought to
school.

Cell phones have caused such a disruption during class time that we have significantly revised our
policy on their use during school time. Once the bell rings to start school, cell phones may be used
only at break and at lunch. Phones are to be turned off and not to be taken out or used in any way
during class time or passing time between classes. Phones used outside the prescribed times will be
confiscated.

All confiscated electronic devices will be returned to parents only. If the parent is unable to retrieve
