Unit Exams and Semester Final Exams: After completing a unit of instruction you will have an exam covering all of the topics that we have studied. Prior to the exam you will receive a study guide with similar problems to those that will be on the exam. At the end of each semester you will be given a final exam that will cover all of the topics from that semester.
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Quizzes: You can expect to have regular quizzes based on the material in your notes, daily problems, and homework. Before each quiz we will discuss what material you will need to study.

Homework: You can expect to have homework Monday through Thursday. Every once in a while you may have homework on a weekend. Homework will be a worksheet, a textbook assignment, and/or working on a project or paper. Some homework will be checked for completion and some homework will be graded for accuracy. It is important to complete all homework assignments so that you have the opportunity to practice new skills. Homework is also a great way to determine what concepts you understand and what you should ask about in class. Late homework is NOT accepted so if you’re having a problem getting your homework in on time, come see me and let’s work together toward a solution. 

Projects, Papers, and Notebook: You will have at least one project and 

3-4 math papers to write over the course of the school year. You will be given detailed instructions and plenty of time to complete these assignments. Your notebook is a composition book which will hold all of the notes taken in class. It is important to bring it to class everyday. I will collect the notebooks several times each semester and grade them on neatness and completeness. You will be able to use this notebook during a part of your final exams so keeping it organized needs to be a priority.

Supplies: You will need the following supplies for math class:
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Pencils: All assignments are to be done in pencil with the exception of math papers. Exams, quizzes and homework not completed in pencil will not be accepted. I encourage you to buy mechanical pencils because they cut down on the amount of wasted time sharpening pencils during class. If you choose mechanical pencils please remember to buy extra lead. 

· Erasers: Everyone makes mistakes so erasers are a must for math. Cap erasers are great since they become part of the pencil and are not easily lost. [image: image5.jpg]



· Paper: Please make sure you have plenty of paper. Homework can even be done on recycled paper (paper that has something already written on one side). I have a lot of recycled paper available for students but if you prefer binder paper you will need to provide your own.
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Composition Book: You will need a 100 sheet composition book. These books range in price from $2 to $4 depending on the cover and the type of paper it contains. This book needs to be in class with you everyday. You need to bring in your composition book by Friday August 27th so we can start setting them up and then use them the following Monday. If for some reason buying one of these books is a problem, please contact me and I will make arrangements to get one for you. 
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Calculator and Ruler: You will need a ruler for graphing and a scientific calculator to help you complete homework assignments. We have classroom sets   of rulers and graphing calculators so these items do not need to come to school with you. We will use the TI-84 graphing calculator in class. These calculators cost between $90 and $130. I encourage all students who are planning to take higher math classes and are going on to college to invest in a graphing calculator.

· Textbook and Workbook: Each student will issued a copy of Prentice Hall California Algebra 2 and the accompanying workbook. These textbooks are only 3 years old so please do your best to take care of you text or you will be charged for damages at the end of the school year.

Make an appointment to meet with me before school, after school or at lunch. If I do not know you are coming I may not be available. Also check out the ASSETS schedule for after school tutoring with a FBHS math teacher. The entire math department is here to help you!
